
`Open Access Echocardiography Referring Guidelines

Please note that this is not an urgent service. Patients who require urgent echoes on clinical grounds should be referred to the on call cardiology SpR in the usual way.

1. Suspected Heart Failure 

For referral only if patient has one of the following:

· Unexplained shortness of breath 

· Ankle swelling 

· History of previous MI with symptoms

· Radiographic cardiomegaly 

2. Murmurs

· To assess in the presence of cardiac or respiratory symptoms

· To assess in an asymptomatic individual in whom clinical feature or investigation suggest heart disease

· Not indicated to assess innocent murmur diagnosed by a competent physician

· Not indicated in an asymptomatic individual with an unchanged murmur and previous normal echocardiogram.
